STIPENDS

Financial assistance of $100 will be made to defray regis
tration costs for one participant in each workshop per 
day.

The institution must have a total 
annual operating budget of $500,000 or less.

Applicants must submit a one-page letter that addresses the 
institution’s need for staff training in this subject, commit-
ment to preserving cultural collections and making them 
accessible to the public, and readiness to address these 
needs. The letter should also include a brief description of 
the collections held by the institution. Applications should 
be sent to BACC and postmarked by Wednesday, April 1, 
2009. Recipients will be notified by April 8, 2009.
